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Every Christian should want to know the ideological system that was advocated by the spiritual teachings of Jesus Christ. All who care about the welfare of others will want to know what system Jesus advocated, because implementation of that system would end most human suffering on this planet. 

On page 5 of my book, Self Transformation Psychology, is the following: 
          The types of suffering are either:

          (1) Nature based or (2) Human based.

          Human based suffering is caused by either:

          (1) the structure of society at large

          (2) or the behavior of individual members.
One can end individual based human suffering, such as violence, rape, murder, and terrorism, by teaching people to apply the spiritual teachings of Jesus Christ to their hearts and minds.  That was the major purpose of my class based on my book Self Transformation Psychology. One can end society based human suffering, such as slavery, poverty, and war, by apply the spiritual teachings of Jesus Christ to the ideological structure of every nation on this planet.  That was the major purpose of my book, Jesus Christ’s World Utopia. 

So, what political-economic-social system is advocated by the spiritual teachings of Jesus Christ? That is, what political-economic-social system, if applied to every nation on this planet, would help end most suffering on Earth? There are two ways to know the system advocated:
1) What statements did Jesus make that implied an endorsement of a particular type of system?
2) Given the spiritual teachings of Jesus Christ, what system do those teachings imply an endorsement of?

Some reading this material may harden their hearts to the truth of Jesus Christ, and say to themselves: “Why should we listen to him? He is neither the Pope nor a great profit.” Those who wish to avoid the emotional pain of guilt, for not working to apply the teachings of Jesus Christ to society, may chose to close their ears to the truths taught by Jesus Christ. To close your ears, to a witness for Jesus Christ, is to close your ears to the message of Jesus Christ. To close your ears, to the message of Jesus Christ, is to close your heart and mind to Salvation through Jesus Christ. A psychological defense mechanism in your mind may say: “I do not want to learn anything from the teachings of Jesus Christ, that will require work on my part, so I will make an excuse that allows me to close my ears and not feel guilty about closing my ears to God.”

Some read the Bible at the surface level, and want to feel justified that they have read the Bible. Others do not even read the Bible at all, and want to feel justified that they have allowed some pastor to read Bible versus to them. It’s just too much hard work for some people to read the Bible for themselves, or to read it deeper than the surface level. Besides if you read and look for the deeper hidden meanings to the things that Jesus taught, then you may have to do some real spiritual work in your life, like witnessing to others and leading others to Jesus Christ. 
This document is only for those with the spiritual courage to see a truth that may give them emotional pain, like guilt.
This document is only for those with the Christian love for others to be willing to do spiritual work to help others. If you close your ears to the truth of Jesus Christ, then at least be honest with yourself and admit the reason for your actions. If you do not want to know what Jesus Christ advocated, because you do not want to feel the guilt nor do the work, then admit to yourself that that is the reason. 

God put a burden on my heart to work to save others from suffering. Perhaps many do not care if children are victims of violence, women are victims of rape, men are victims of murder, and citizens are victims of terrorism, but I do care. Perhaps some do not care if workers suffer from joblessness, citizens suffer from political slavery, nations suffer from war, and humans suffer, but I do care. And all of these forms of human suffering can be ended, by applying the spiritual teachings of Jesus Christ, to the people and nations of planet Earth. Perhaps you do not want to hear the truth that the teachings of Jesus Christ can end most human suffering, because it may require work on your part. But, at least admit to yourself that the reason is that you do not care if children, women, men, citizens, workers, and people suffer.

I will speak to those who care about the suffering of others and are willing to listen to spiritual truths taught by Jesus Christ that can help to end the suffering of others. 


In my book, I showed that human systems are based on the relationship between the larger whole and the smaller parts. Thus, there is the macro, or whole, and micro, or parts. In a political system, government should represent the interests of the nation as a whole, while citizens represent the interests of members. In an economic system, those that rule the economy should represent the economic interests of the society as a whole, while individuals are the members. A social system is based on family, clan, tribe, and levels of social relationships. In that too, there is both macro and micro concerns.

How is the spiritual system advocated by Jesus Christ, superior to the political-economic-social systems devised by humans with human wisdom alone? Humans see the “political spectrum” of ideologies in one dimension:

               Liberal – Moderate – Conservative

But, what is the basis and reason behind that system of division of ideas and ideology?

In my book I explained that the well known system, of division of ideas, is caused by an underlying struggle between what I called in my book macro-humanitarianism and micro-humanitarianism. I defined them respectively as compassion for the species as a whole, and compassion for the individual members of the species. Thus, in the conflict between whole and part, some side with the whole, or macro, while others side with the parts, or micro. Still others seek to compromise between the two. Conservatism is based on the virtue of macro-humanitarianism, or seeking the well being of the species as a whole. Liberalism is based on the virtue of micro-humanitarianism, or compassion for the suffering of individuals. Moderatism is a compromise and has some compassion for each. So, I taught in my book that all three have some virtue:

So, all three have virtues. But each group has the blindness to see only its virtues and believe that it is the best viewpoint. Each of the three fails to fully understand the virtues of the other two viewpoints. And what all three fail to understand is that one does not need to be confined to a one dimensional political spectrum.
Science has discovered that there are more than just the three dimensions of space, which most of us perceive. To try to make people comprehend how there can be four  dimensional space that we fail to perceive, some have asked people to consider how inhabitants of “flat land” might never recognize a third spatial dimension. Beings living in a two dimensional plane, may never imagine that there is a third dimension of existence. They never understand that one can disappear from “flat land” by traveling along a third dimension, which they do not perceive to exist. So too, those that view the political spectrum of ideas as being just one dimensional, can not grasp that there can be another dimension. The insight that I revealed in my book was that: one can go above or below the spectrum!

Above the one dimensional spectrum is the Utopian. The Utopian philosophy combines the virtues of Liberalism, Moderatism, and Conservatism. Below the spectrum is the Doom’s Day philosophy, which combines the vices of all three “primary philosophies”. In my book, I explained that one could use colors to understand how this would work. Chose: Red for Liberalism, Green for Moderatism, and Blue for Conservatism. By combining the three primary colors, one gains pure white light. By removing all colors, one has only darkness. Thus, the Utopian philosophy best fulfills the virtues of Micro (compassion for the individual), Macro (compassion for the species), and Mini (ending the conflict between the two sides). The followers of a primary philosophy see only the good in their philosophy and fail to the evil of their own philosophy. But each of the three primary philosophies, like each of the three primary colors, has both good and evil. The evil of Conservatism is lack of compassion for people. The evil of Liberalism is lack of compassion for the species. The evil of Moderatism is failing to understand the deeper values of the two other views.  While the Moderate sees both sides, he/she only sees both sides on a surface level, and fails to see the deeper core justification of either side. Thus, it seeks a surface compromise of the two positions, which fails to address the deeper core issues of each side. The Utopian would lead the nation that contains all of the virtues of the primary philosophies. Such a system conforms to the teachings and Jesus Christ and would lead to ending most human suffering on this planet! On the other hand, the Doom’s Day creates a war between opposites, and endorses the vices of all three systems. Such a system is based on the philosophy of Satan, and would lead to the Doom’s Day destruction of all people on planet Earth. 

Recall that the conflict is between whole and part. I explained that there are three relationships between whole and part: 
1) Freedom: part is liberated from the whole.
2) Obedience: the whole controls the parts. 
3) Reconciliation: harmony between whole and parts. 
Freedom is the victory of the parts over the whole.
Obedience is the victory of the whole over the parts. 
Reconciliation is the victory of the unity of the two. 
The combining of red (freedom), green (reconciliation), and blue (obedience), I called the Trinity Principle. 

God the Father represents obedience to law. 
God the Holy Spirit represents freedom from sin. 
God the Son represents reconciliation of God and man. 

Thus, the underlying truth of the Trinity, of three colors in one light, is also the explanation of how three lesser virtues can be combined into one Utopian system of all virtues. 

I will explain later how the spiritual teachings of Jesus Christ, in fact imply a system of Oneness through reconciliation. But first let us look at how perfection of the political, economic, and social systems, comes from reconciling macro and micro in each system.  
 
I assert that the spiritual teachings of Jesus Christ advocate:

     1) A pure democracy political system. 
     2) An economic democracy economic system.
     3) A social equality social system. 
I believe that such a system would end most human suffering, which is caused by faults in the political, economic, and social systems. 

In a political system the macro virtue of the whole is unity, while the micro virtue of the parts is freedom. A monarchy, of dictatorial rule of the king, had the virtue of unity. A barbarian or anarchy system, of lack of oppressive rules, has the virtue of individual freedom. But, each has its vices. A compromise system is representative democracy, where the people elect the rulers, but the rulers often take bribes and work for the rich and powerful, rather than the people. 

An improvement would be direct democracy. However, I wrote that the synthesis of the two virtues is a pure democracy, where the people are the government and all social groups are in harmony with one another. 

In an economic system the macro virtue of productivity is gained through the incentive principle of Capitalism. The micro virtue of economic support for all members of society is gained through the shared wealth principle of Socialism. A compromise of the two is Capitalistic-Socialism, or a loose combination of the two. In my book I called the synthesis by the name Commonwealth. It could also be called by the name Economic Democracy. Capitalism often fails to provide for the basic needs of all members of society. Socialism often fails to provide sufficient incentive to work, to improve productivity to a level that improves the odds of the survival of that society. Thus, each has a weakness. I proposed the election of a National Economic Board, to manage the economy as a whole. By having Macro Economic Planning, similar to the way each business may do Micro Economic Planning, there is planning for the future to assure all in society will have future job opportunities. Rather than welfare for the poor, there is assurance of jobs for all. Thus, all members of society are working to produce wealth. Such a system is superior to Capitalism, in that it produces more wealth than Capitalism, and is superior to Socialism, in that it provides more income to the poor than Socialism. Thus the synthesis system not only has the virtues of both Capitalism and Socialism, but has those virtues at a far greater level! Those who love Capitalism, because it produces more wealth for the society and species as a whole, should love Economic Democracy even more for creating far more wealth. Those who love Socialism, because it helps the poor, should love Economic Democracy even more for giving the poor more income. I propose an economic system that can provide good paying jobs to every citizen of the nation.

In a social system there is the macro virtue of connection and the micro virtue of individuality. A political system is based on the creation and application of the laws and rules of a society. An economic system is based on the production and consumption of goods. A social system is based on the sharing of human emotions. Each system has the underlying conflict between the whole and the parts. That is, between the group and members. In more primitive cultures, there has been the struggle between those for Anarchy and those for Monarchy. Each would view their preferred system as good, and the other as evil, since each would only look at the virtue of their system. As society progressed, many nations have adopted democracy. Yet, we need to evolve further to direct democracy, and then to pure democracy. 

So too is there struggle in the social world between those that favor the virtue of micro and those that favor the virtue of macro. Each may see their system as good and the other system as evil. A free love social system has the virtue of freedom of association. The traditional patriarchy system often had one leading male as husband of many wives. For example, Jacob had two wives and two mistresses. He had children by each of his two wives and by the “hand maiden” of each of his two wives. The twelve tribes of Israel were formed by a patriarchic social system. Over time society has evolved into adopting a system of marriage and divorce. The virtue of macro is that of order and stable relationship. The virtue of micro is that of freedom of expression. Over time society has adopted a system of marriage and divorce. To some extent that combines the virtues of stability and freedom. But, families may still cling to sexual role models for men and women that were formed thousands of years ago when humans lived in tribal society. Ideas, like “male ruler” of the family and “male provider” for the family, may have been good for survival in tribal days, but not as useful in modern society. Thus, as our political and economic systems have positively evolved over time, so must our social system also positively evolve. I suggest egalitarian relationships, where there is better understanding and communication between the marriage partners. Better understanding, and thus better communication, is part of what I teach in my class on Self Transformation Psychology. Through spiritually based psychology, people can better understand how to form relationships that meet the needs of all in the relationship. 

Now that I have explained how the Trinity Principle can help form a more perfect political-economic-social system, let us consider the political-economic-social system advocated by the specific teachings and spiritual philosophy of Jesus Christ. Then we can look a little more about the proposed systems and what political actions Christians should be involved in.
Did Jesus say anything that would seem to advocate a political system of anarchy, monarchy, or democracy? 
Consider what Jesus said in Mark 10:42-44: 

Ye know that they which are accounted to rule over the Gentiles, exercise lordship over them: and their great ones exercise authority upon them. But so shall it not be among you; but whosoever will be great among you, shall be your minister; And whosoever of you will be the chiefest, shall be servant of all. For even the Son of man came not to be ministered unto, but to minister, and to give his life a ransom for many.


There is only one political system where the leader of the nation is called the “servant of the people”, and that is a democracy, where the people elect the leader. Given that bribes from lobbyists may lead some leaders to not really server the people, I believe it is consistent to say that the ideas of Jesus would be in harmony with a direct democracy or a pure democracy. 

Did Jesus say anything that would seem to advocate a system of Capitalism, Socialism, or Economic Democracy? Given that both Capitalism and Socialism have some virtue, I believe one can find some statements that endorse the virtues found in each of those systems. But, what is the preferred system? In Matthew 25:31-46, Jesus indicated that people would go to heaven or hell, based on whether they did or did not provide for the needs of the poor. Thus, the virtue of Socialism is endorsed by Jesus Christ. But, that is not the best system. Keeping the poor from starving to death is not as good as giving good paying jobs to the poor. In Matthew 5:5 Jesus said that the “meek” will “inherit the earth”. So, what does that really mean? We must go beyond a surface reading of the Holy Bible, and think about what we are reading and the implications of what is being said. I believe it means that when Jesus Christ rules Earth for one thousand years, the system will include an economic system where the “meek” are the “economic owners” of society. One possibility is a system where members of the poor working class collectively “own” and rule the economy at the macro or national level, while individuals still own wealth at the micro or business level. Such a system would assure that all businesses in society serve the needs of the worker rulers of the economy and provide good paying jobs to every citizen of the nation. 

Did Jesus say anything that seemed to advocate any form of social structure? Jesus was strong on endorsement of marriage. However, Jesus did not subscribe to what some may call “traditionally sexual role models”. Consider for example Luke 10:38-42. Mary, the sister of Martha, listened to the teachings of Jesus, rather than helping Martha with “woman’s work”. Jesus advocated that it is good for a woman to participate in the traditional male role of hearing spiritual teachings. While the doctrines and traditions of men in the day of Jesus would not have a woman speak in church, the Churches in America have progresses and have women as ministers. A search of the words of Jesus can find more examples of support for sexual equality, and thus more egalitarian relationships between men and women. 

Thus, I believe there is evidence, in the words of Jesus Christ, for a superior political-economic-social system, that would help to end most human suffering on Earth. Besides individual versus, we can look at how the spiritual philosophy of Jesus Christ in fact supports a superior political-economic-social system. The core philosophy of Jesus can be summed up in what he taught as two major commandments to live by. These are to love God with all our heart and love others as ourselves. (Matthew 22:37-40)
Also, Jesus spoke of the need to be “born again”. But, what do all of theses things mean? Again, we must go beyond reading the Bible at the surface level, and think about what we are reading and the deeper levels of meaning being represented. What does it really mean to be “born again”? What is the difference between a person who has not been transformed and one who has? I believe the key is that the saved do love God with all their hearts and do love others as themselves. But, what do the unsaved do? They care only for what they call their “self”.
In my book, Jesus Christ’s World Utopia, I explained that there are two types of people: those with a “self-other life orientation” and those with a “good-evil life orientation”. The unsaved “self-other” person seeks the victory of “self” over “other”. The saved “good-evil” person seeks the victory of “good” over “evil”. In my book, Self Transformation Psychology, I explained the concept in a more graphic or pictorial fashion. On page 58 of Self Transformation Psychology is the following graphic:

I explain that the “self-other” person sees the division in the world as being between “self” and “other”, while the “good-evil” person sees the division in the world as being between “good” and “evil”. Thus the unsaved person supports his or her own evil, as much as he or she supports his or her good. But, the saved person rejects their own evil and supports the good in others. 

So, how can this perception of the spiritual transformation of human lives, imply the political-economic-social system that people should live by? Just has human lives may be transformed by the spiritual teaching of “love good and hate evil”, rather than “love self and hate other”, so too can human society itself be spiritually transformed. At the social level, “self” and “other” can be seen in terms of the conflict between micro and macro; compassion for the species versus compassion for the individual. The maco-micro conflict can put social groups into the following pairs:

If we “love others as much as we love ourselves”, then we must also “love those of another class, gender, race, or religion as much as we love those of our class, gender, race, or religion”. 

How does this imply a given political-economic-social system? The Trinity Principle is to combine the virtues of conflicting pairs. In the economic system, it means have the love of the poor of Socialism, and the love for economic growth of Capitalism. That occurs in the system that synthesis the virtues of the two systems. In terms of race, there can be a conflict between Nationalism and Worldism. Resolving the conflict between whole and parts at the global level is similar to doing so at the national level. Nations are citizens of the world, as people are citizens of a nation. As there should be democracy in every nation on Earth, the world as a whole should be a global democracy. Some will presume that in the conflict between worship of God and Humanism, one should side with the worship of God. However, Jesus taught that we love God and we love other humans. A dictatorial religion may seek the victory of the love of God over the love of humans, and try to create a religious dictatorship. But that is not God’s will. We are to reconcile love for God with love for humanity. True religion is based on God’s love for humanity. 

So, how does one reconcile the conflicting pairs and create the perfect human system in the world? In my book I explained conceptually how to do that. Consider that each idea system has two parts: 
  A) the inner core truth that justifies the idea,
  B) the outer coating of human falsehood. 
In a conflict between two ideas, each has both truth and falsehood. The key is to choose the underlying truth of each idea, to create a new idea that incorporates the truth of the two conflicting ideas. 

For example Economic Democracy has the virtue of Capitalism and the virtue of Socialism, and has both virtues in a far greater form than either. It generates more wealth than Capitalism, the virtue of Capitalism, and provides more for the poor than Socialism, the virtue of Socialism. 

The spiritual teaching of Jesus Christ is to: Love God with all your heart and love others as yourself, rather than the sinful nature of “love self and hate other”. By loving “other” equal to loving “self”, it also means loving members of other groups as much as you love members of your group. One can extend that to “loving” the ideas of others as much as you “love” your own ideas. That is, “Love Truth and hate Falsehood”, rather than “Love your beliefs and hate the beliefs of others”. By seeking the truth of conflicting ideas and ideologies, one thus reconciles the conflict and creates new superior ideas and ideologies. 
Applying the core spiritual principle of Spiritual Transformation to people and nations, one can thus create a system that ends most human suffering on Earth. I believe the teachings and philosophy of Jesus Christ implies an endorsement of a system that would end most human suffering on Earth. 

I have explained this basic concept in my book and in my class on Self Transformation Psychology. If there is an interest, then I can teach more classes on how the world can transform nations and people to end most human suffering on planet Earth. The suffering of billions of humans can end!

So, what should Christians do? A part of witnessing for Jesus Christ is to testify to others that the spiritual teachings of Jesus Christ, if applied to the people and nations of the world, can end most human suffering in the world. But of course, most humans will not yet be spiritually ready to receive that truth. The forces of evil will seek to establish a global dictatorship under the anti-Christ, and will resist and oppose applying the teachings of Jesus Christ. 

Given that the world will not immediately receive the truth, what should be done? Do not be discouraged by opposition to the truth. There is a time for the sowing of seeds and a time for harvest. One can not expect to harvest belief, when the seeds of truth are first sown. Christians must witness and sow the seeds of truth to the world. Some will accept and be saved. Others will remember what has been said. And when the years of human suffering occurs on Earth, many will remember the words of witness and will be saved. Ours is not to establish a Utopia on Earth, based on the teachings of Jesus Christ. Ours is to witness that the teachings of Jesus Christ can establish a Utopia on Earth that ends most human suffering. Ours is to plant the seeds of faith in others, so that they may be saved later, if not now. 

To the degree America and the world establishes the system advocated by the teachings of Jesus Christ, much suffering can end now. However, advocating a spiritual transformation of the world will plant the seeds of salvation now, and will help lead nations to salvation later. The goal now is to witness and plant spiritual seeds of change. 

We need to deliver God’s message to the world and witness for the teachings of Jesus Christ. In particular, we must warn people of God’s judgment and wrath, soon to be poured out on Earth. More than one prophetic source indicates that 2012 will be in the time of the end. But, will that be at the beginning, middle, or end of the “seven years of tribulation”? The prophecy of Revelation 9:16-18 indicates that one third of the population of the world will be killed by Communist China. How many more will be killed by other prophecies of the Book of Revelations? 

In Matthew 25:31-45 Jesus said that those, who turn their backs on the poor, will go to hell. How much more so will God’s judgment be upon nations that fail to provide for their poor working class? If half of the world’s population is killed, will half of the population of America be killed, for the sin of serving Mammon, rather than God? (Read Matthew 6:24, 7:21) Might fifty million to a hundred million Americans die during the seven years of Tribulation? Perhaps that depends upon whether the United States of America does or does not repent of its sin of serving Mammon, rather than God. 

I believe that Christians need to send a Last Days message to the United States of America. America: REPENT of your sins of serving Mammon, rather than God. 

REPENT of cutting taxes for the rich, while the poor are in need of food, clothing, shelter, medicine, and education. 

REPENT of asking the children of the poor to sacrifice their lives in a war, while not asking the rich to sacrifice one penny more in taxes to pay for that war. 

REPENT of an immoral budget that cuts programs for the poor, in order to keep tax cuts for the rich. 

REPENT of off shoring the jobs of American workers, so the rich can grow richer, while the poor grow poorer. 

May Christians witness and call for America to REPENT NOW, so that fifty million Americans will not die during the time of tribulations, before the year 2020. Saying “Lord, Lord” may not save America. (Matthew 7:21) As Jesus said, we must do God’s will. In Matthew 25:31-46, Jesus described God’s will as helping members of the poor working class. If Jesus Christ will send people to hell who fail to help members of the poor working class, then how much more so will God’s wrath be poured out on a nation that fails to provide for members of its poor working class? That is what America must REPENT of its sins of serving Mammon, rather than God, in order to avoid God’s wrath. 

Please read the Bible versus, Matthew 6:24; 7:21; 25:31-46, for yourself and prey about those versus. Does God’s word say that it is a sin for America to serve Mammon, rather than God? I prey that Christians will hold up the teachings of Jesus Christ and call upon America to REPENT, so that America may be spared in the time of Tribulation. Thank you for witnessing for Jesus Christ in these Last Days. 
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
